Every adult leader is a volunteer, none of us get a dime from the boy scouts, so you know that the money goes to supplies, field trips, and equipment to continue the scouting experience.  Some more money goes back to the Ojibwa district and Samoset council, but only 33% goes to the popcorn company itself.  67% profit for any fundraiser is pretty good, lets take advantage of it!
