	Popcorn Challenge  

Have you sold $300 of popcorn?  If so then you are eligible for the popcorn knight badge!  How about $500?  A $30 certificate for camp can be yours.  Up to $2000?  Would you like a PS2 or an additional $100 Walmart gift card?  Maybe even $3000.  You can get a PSP or an additional $200 Walmart gift card.

These prizes (except the last two) are earned together.  So if you sell $2100 you get the badge, camp certificate, and the PS2.  Over $3000 gets you the badge, camp certificate, and the PSP!
