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	October Pack Meeting

The October Pack Meeting will be held on Tuesday, October 20th at 6:30 pm at Zion Lutheran Church.  Please come in your Halloween costume and remember to BRING YOUR POPCORN FORMS.  The forms and money are due at the meeting.  This year we’d like to have as much of the money collected up front as we can.  This will ensure that the pack doesn’t run short on funds since we pay for the popcorn when it is picked up.  

Each den will be responsible for part of each Pack meeting this year.  Here is the list of assignments for the October Meeting:

· Tigers should each bring one bag of candy to share with the rest of the Pack.

· Wolves are responsible for singing a song

· Bears are responsible for cleaning up
· Webelos I will perform the flag ceremony

· Webelos II will be responsible for performing a skit

Scouts that submitted obstacle course plans are encouraged to build their course and set it up at the meeting.  If the scout actually sets up and runs the obstacle course at the October meeting, they will earn two additional points.  The winner of the competition (voted on by the scouts) will be awarded two more points.


	What are Pack Points?

You will earn points based on what activities you participate in.  The points started accumulating in July.

1 point for expected activities:

· Attending pack meeting

· Attending den meeting (den leader must submit attendance sheet each month)

· Passing uniform inspections (we will hold periodic checks at pack meetings to see who is wearing the uniform properly)

· Den leader wearing their uniform to den meetings during a uniform inspection (the scout must also be present at the pack meeting to be awarded the point)

· Your den performing the flag ceremony at a pack meeting (the scout must also be present at the pack meeting to be awarded the point).

· Answering simple monthly challenges (those not requiring to write a whole article)

· Other activities of a similar nature.

	2 points for additional activities:

· Participating in a district event (chuckwagon, scouting for food, camps, …)

· Submitting an article to the newsletter (at any time during the year a scout can write an article and send it to Vince or Becky for publishing).  Only one submission per month accepted.

· Answering moderate monthly challenges (those needing you to write a paragraph or article, but not requiring a great deal of research). If a suitable response is not given (not enough effort) then the scout will be awarded one point instead of two.  The ages of the scouts will be taken into consideration when reviewing these entries.

· Participating in parades

· Other activities of a similar nature.

3 points for above and beyond activities:

· Community services (really helping out at a community event or providing assistance to others in need).  If the participation is expected to help you get your advancement badge, then it does not count.

· Answering hard monthly challenges (those needing you to write a paragraph or article, and requiring a great deal of research to complete). If a suitable response is not given (not enough effort) then the scout will be awarded two points instead of three.  The ages of the scouts will be taken into consideration when reviewing these entries.

5 points for special activities designated by the cubmaster.

Pack points are used at the Blue & Gold Ceremony in February.  

November Challenge #1 worth two points:

Write a paragraph or two about what you are thankful for.  Submit the article by November 3rd to be included in the November newsletter.  

November Challenge #2 worth one point:

Send a list of your family’s Thanksgiving Day traditions or what foods your family has every Thanksgiving.  Submit the list by November 3rd.

What is Chuckwagon?

The Annual Cub Scout Chuckwagon Skills Day is a fun-filled day for both Scouts & their families.  Chuckwagon Skills Day offers 12 exciting stations for Scouts in grades 1-5 to learn new skills or refresh existing ones.  

Each Chuckwagon is assigned 5-7 scouts led by a Wagon Leader (the oldest/highest ranked boy) and a Wagon Guide (adult).  The success of each wagon is based on Teamwork, Scout Spirit, Skill & Participation without the help of any adults accompanying the wagon.  

All Packs that plan to participate will need to run a station and plan for 3 wagons per station at a time.  Please plan on 2-4 adult volunteers per station to run smoothly.  We want this to be a pleasant & memorable experience for all involved.  Please contact your Cubmaster or Committee Chairperson if you have any special talents you can share with the boys.

Popcorn Sales – Things to Remember

Sales Begin:  Saturday, September 26th
Sales End:  Tuesday, October 20th (turn in forms at October 20th Pack Meeting along with at least 50% of the money if possible)

Popcorn Pickup:  Saturday, November 14th (We are still looking someone who has a large garage/shed where the popcorn can be sorted and picked up by the Scouts.  Please contact Vince or Chuck if you have room available.)

Popcorn Money Due:  Tuesday, November 17th at the Pack Meeting or Saturday, November 30th at the very latest

Rules:

· No early sales.

· Turn in your forms on time, late orders can not usually be processed.

· Be safe, always go with an adult.

Important Items:

· Please total your form accurately

· If you have multiple forms, please total them on one form.

· We need the money as soon as possible to avoid overdrawing the bank account.

· If possible, turn in 50% when you turn in your form.

· The rest is due absolutely no later than November 30th.

· Please pay with checks if possible (this makes it easier and safer for our treasurer).  Checks should be made payable to Pack 388.

Why sell popcorn?

· Popcorn sales are our traditional method of raising money for pack activities and operating costs.  Some packs have the parents of the scouts cover the cost of patches, badges and belt loops as well as materials needed for the pack meetings.  Pack 388 has been able to cover most of these costs with popcorn sales in the past.

· We do not raise nearly the money at Heritage Days as we do with popcorn sales.

· Scouts earn 14% of your sales, along with badges and possibly prizes!

What can you earn?

· Selling one item earns you a Popcorn Patch plus 14% of your sales which can be applied in one of the following methods:

· All 14% applied to your scout account that can then be used for camp, scout gear, sporting equipment, educational items, etc.

· Split 7% between your scout account and 7% on a Wal-Mart gift card

· Selling $325 or more also earns you a Popcorn Knight patch and you get to throw a pie at a Leader!

· Selling $550 or more gets a $30 gift certificate for camp

· Selling $650 or more (and each additional $325) earns another turn at throwing a pie at a leader

· Selling $2,500 or more earns a Nintendo Wii or $200 Wal-Mart gift card

· Highest three sellers in the pack get an additional prize

· Sorry, scouts that have won twice previously as a Cub Scout cannot win again in order to give others a chance

· If the Pack averages $325 per scout, then we become a Royal Unit, and get a streamer for our flag.

You can pay for camp by selling popcorn

· Last year scouts participating in a two night camp for $78 (adults for $56)

· Selling $550 in popcorn earns you a $30 camp gift certificate and $70 in your scout account which is enough for you to go to camp plus have a little left over

· Selling $750 in popcorn earns you the $30 camp gift certificate and $105 in your scout account, which enough for you and a parent to go to camp for two nights.

· Sell enough and you can go to Polar Cub Camp and Summer Camp for free!
